- Students experiencing symptoms or testing over 100.4 will be escorted to the space 
outside of Principal's office to be screened by Health Clerk. Then she will escort them to 
the Isolation Room inside the office to wait on their family member to pick them up if 
needed. 

- Nurse and Health Clerk will be the primary supervisors of the Isolation Room.  
- Max capacity of students in the Isolation room will be four. 
- Once in the Isolation room students will be required to remain seated at a designated 

location with masks on at all times for the duration of stay.  
- Daily sanitation of the Isolation room on the days any students are housed there.

Isolation Room Protocols



Yard Staff have been assigned areas to supervise bathrooms throughout the day.

Restroom Procedures:
● Send only one student from the classroom at a time. 
● There will be dots outside the restroom area for students to wait on, if there are 

no stalls available to use.
● Custodial will maintain and sanitize the restrooms on a regular schedule
